Street offices, where they stepped into the fast‑paced world of sports

broadcasting.

Throughout the visit, the children explored a range of real media roles — from

Presenter and Guest to Camera Operator, Director, Producer/Journalist, Sound

Operator, VT Operator, Graphics Operator, Commentator and Co‑Commentator.

They had the chance to try out professional equipment, step in front of the

camera, and see how a real broadcast comes together. Staff at LFC praised the

children for their confidence, curiosity and teamwork throughout the session.
